In 2011, we developed and published Guidelines on CEER’s Public Consultation Practices (E07-EP-16-03), dated 17 March 2011. These guidelines draw heavily on the experience gained through ERGEG’s public consultations. They set out (i) whom, (ii) when, and how (iii) CEER consults and well as (iv) how CEER should respond to consultations and (v) treat confidential information. 

CEER also moved to online questionnaires last year whereby respondents are required to submit their responses using an online questionnaire (rather than the traditional means of e-mailing a written response or position papers). 

One year on, we are reviewing our consultation practices.  Stakeholders are invited to give us their feedback (by e-mail, by responding to our survey, by joining the discussion on Twitter and to participate in our multi-stakeholder feedback meeting on Monday, 19th March in Brussels. 

The objective of the meeting with stakeholders is to discuss the particular concerns issues raised. It will be an interactive meeting, in the form of a roundtable discussion on certain themes, where participants are expected to offer concrete suggestions to further improve CEER’s consultation practices. It will not take the form of presentations.
